Pray that they have the courage to 
reach out for help.

S P E A K  H O P E
There are members of your congregation that have 
been personally affected by abortion and need to 
hear messages of grace, forgiveness and hope. 
They are most likely struggling with feelings of 
guilt and shame and need to know the church is a 
safe place.

S U P P O RT &  P R O M OT E
Tell others about organizations, like Alpha Center, 
whose primary mission is to reach women and men 
at risk for abortion. You never know who in your 
life may be in need of these life-saving services. 
Invest your time, treasures or talents in the places 
that daily champion protecting the unborn.
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S A N C T I T Y  O F  
Human L ife
On January 22, the anniversary of the Roe v. Wade 
decision that legalized abortion in 1973, we 
recognize Sanctity of Human Life Sunday. From 1973 
to 2022, more than 63.6 million unborn children’s 
lives have been lost through abortion. When 
President Ronald Reagan first proclaimed and 
recognized Sanctity of Human Life Sunday in 1984, 
he said, “These children, over tenfold the number of 
Americans lost in all our Nation’s wars, will never 
laugh, never sing, never experience the joy of human 
love; nor will they strive to heal the sick, or feed the 
poor, or make peace among nations. Abortion has 
denied them the first and most basic of human 
rights, and we are infinitely poorer for their loss.”

With the reversal of the Roe v. Wade decision on 
June 24, 2022, it is important now more than ever 
to promote and get involved in life-affirming 
organizations. Ask yourself: How does my daily 
life reflect the belief that defending an unborn 
human being is a noble cause? Included are ways 
to help yourself, your church and your community 
support men and women experiencing 
unexpected pregnancies.
