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Growing up, the most important people in my life were 
my mother and my sister and  brother-in-law’s family. 
They taught me good morals and beliefs, but I ended up 
leaving home for an extended period of time. Even 
though I worked a good job at Walmart, outside of 
work I was involved with a gang, stole, sold drugs and 
hurt people.  I ended up being caught, and then was 
sentenced to serve time in the penitentiary. During my 
time in prison, I realized that I needed to be around 
different people and find a supportive community within 
a church. 

I heard about Alpha Center from my pastor, Alex, who 
highly recommended the center, saying the staff might 
have some advice for parenting my son, Messiah. He 

was about nine months old at the time and was living with foster parents. I never had a 
father growing up, but knew I had the drive to do
